Concurrent BBA/MBA Degrees in Accounting 11-13

RATIONALE

Since 1997, the Texas State Board of Accountancy has required 150 college-level credit hours to sit for the Uniform Public Accountancy Exam.  The Board does not require the additional credit hours beyond the typical undergraduate accounting degree to be in specific accounting or business-related courses; however, individuals who plan to sit for the CPA exam may find that additional advanced accounting and business-related courses not only better prepare them to sit for the CPA exam but also enhance their professional opportunities.

ADVANTAGES

Wesleyan’s concurrent BBA/MBA degree meets the 150 credit-hour rule mandated by the Texas State Board of Accountancy, including the required ethics course.  By obtaining the concurrent BBA/MBA degrees, students may earn the BBA and MBA degrees in a shorter length of time than would be the case if each degree were pursued consecutively.  Full-time students are able to complete their concurrent degrees in only 5 years (7 semesters as full-time undergraduate students and 4 semesters as full-time graduate students), saving both time and money.

ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS

The workload for concurrent degree students is substantially greater in their senior year because they will be enrolled in both undergraduate and graduate courses.  Students seeking admission to the program should, therefore, be solid in both their academic work and in their commitment to the concurrent program.  Minimum requirements for admission include an overall 3.0 GPA at the time of application.  Additionally, applicants must submit a letter of recommendation from at least two full-time accounting faculty members indicating academic capability and commitment to the program and an accounting career.
